Abstract: In Yongxin dialect, the basic negative words are " ng" and " mao" , from which all compound
negative words date back. Both " ng" and " mao" derive from " wu" . Compared with mandarin and
Ji‘an dialect, the representative dialect of central Jiangxi province, Yongxin dialect is highlighted by its
family of many negative words and negative—word-related disjunctive questions. This paper makes analyses
of the semantic features and grammatical functions of the negative words in the dialect and lists the forms of
disjunctive questions formed by such words.
